Due: Complete the questions below before attending orientation; your responses will be used throughout the week for discussion. Many of you have already been reading some expedition journals. Please feel free to use those to complete this work. 
Instructions: 

1. Go to the PolarTREC website – www.polartrec.com
2. From the home page, click on “Follow Expeditions” 

3. The Virtual Base Camp is the launching point for all expeditions. You can see the most current expeditions here, and search via years. Sidebar options include Projects (expeditions with more than one year of teacher participation), Expedition Search, Maps or Members.  Select an expedition.
4. Navigate to the teacher’s journal entries from the expedition.
5. Select a series of 5-8 journals to read.
6. Answer the questions below, and bring your answers with you to the Orientation.
Questions: 

1. Which expedition did you decide to follow and why? 
2. Summarize who is on the expedition and what they are doing. 

3. After reading a little about the expedition, list two questions you have regarding the scientific research. At orientation, think about how you will share all aspects of the research with your potential audience(s).
4. After reading a little about the expedition, list two questions you have about living and working in an extreme environment. At orientation, think about how will you bring “life in the field “ in to your journals? Also this may stir questions to ask of our logistics personnel and staff.
5. What did you like the most about these journals? 

6. What did you like the least about the journals you decided to read?
