Decide the important points of your chapters that need to be taught to your fellow classmates.  Create a presentation to teach those important points to the rest of the class. Use the questions and directions below as a guide.

Step One (30 minutes)
What happened in your chapters? To help you summarize them, write one sentence for each of the paragraphs you read. You can do this by:
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A. Take turns reading a paragraph out loud. THEN write one sentence (as a group) that explains what was read. Write the sentences on the back of this sheet.
OR

B. One of you reads one chapter and one of you reads the other chapter. You tell what happened in your chapter to the third partner, who writes it all down as you tell it. Write the paragraphs on the back of this sheet.
Step Two  (25 minutes)
Create a presentation to teach the rest of the class about your chapters.  You can draw,

Reflection on curriculum implementation

Day 1 (45 minutes)

Make teams, TRIBES activity, handout activity guide, discuss learning goals (subject and GLO) assessments, rubrics, read chapter 1

Day 2-Block (75 minutes)

Handout chapters to groups, students read, summarize chapter by writing 1 sentence per paragraph, create presentation

Day 3 (45 minutes)

Student presentations and peer assessments (GLO)

Day 4 (45 minutes)

Character Interviews- Content assessment by interviewing characters from Novel

Student reflection on other classes work (big ideas). 

Materials-ppt King Island –Then and Now

How I did it-

Day 1 (Tuesday May 29) I discussed project briefly. Read glossary.  Located island on map. I read chapter 1.

Reflection- In retrospect…Need to make teams first, establish learning community through TRIBES activity. Do NOT let students make their own groups. I need to show students where King Island is…use GOOGLE EARTH (swoop down on King Island) to show geography. Give doodle sheet so students can color/doodle/keep hands busy while listening. This also serves as a way for them to keep story straight. Maybe have cartoon sheet with what happens in story. Download King Island from Google Earth. Inupiat Eskimo traveled to Nome each summer (create biography of island and peoples from Alaska site) Talk to Kieran regarding drawing cartoon sheet. Select TRIBES activity and insert in lesson plan.
Day 2-block  (Wed and Thursday May 30 and 31) I reviewed what happened in Chapter 1. Split them into groups. Assigned them chapters, they read, they got materials to make poster, they drew poster, some groups presented.

Reflection-In retrospect, Make teams first! Stress peer assessment for GLOs. Have a model for approaching and meeting standard/GLOs. MAKE STUDENTS WRITE SENTECES to summarize each paragraph. It is hard, but each year should get easier with LA teachers teaching to standards.  Use activity guide, but adjust it to include roles of team. Change presentation to be POSTER + Presentation. Write GLO’s and content standards on activity guide. Post student rubrics online. Students not choosing to participate will be assigned one chapter to read and work to complete assignment by themselves. They present by themselves.

Day  (Friday June 1) I started at beginning of novel, summarized what was known so far. If a group presented, that chapter presentation was held up and students were given appreciations for work. Other students presented, were given assessments, then appreciations. Poster mounted on side lab tables in sequence. Just finished the whole novel, but no time for reflection!

Reflection-NEED to reflect! Felt too rushed. By putting all presentations together as one, students will get idea of flow of novel. Remind students of assessment rubrics before presentations. Have other groups ask questions of students presenting so they get idea of flow of book.

Day 4 (Proposed) Reflection-I would extend the activity to another day in class and do character interviews. Groups of students will all be a certain character and need to answer questions asked by ME (the interviewer). This will be an assessment of content for the book. Create character interview activity and rubric. Post rubric in class, or on website available to print off if needed. Students may work by themselves, it would consist of them assigned a character to become and then. answering questions on character interview sheet. Character interview sheet should have content standards identified and rubric. (Use science standards 3, social studies standard?, LA standard ?, GLO standards 2 and 5)

Curriculum Focus

Done to acquaint students with other native cultures-similarities and differences (empathy for other similar cultures), interaction of humans and environment, implications of societal and global climatic change on island population (reinforce science standard 3 flow of energy and matter through an ecosystem), summarize reading content, write sentences using LA standards (reinforce LA standard?) reinforce GLOs 2 and 5.
